Scholarship Application
PURPOSE

This International Exchange Scholarship program is designed to assist deserving high-school students in participating in NSCA’s Youth Leadership Summits and high school student exchange programs.
ELIGIBILITY

To be eligible to receive this scholarship, the applicant must be a high school student who is interested in international culture and travel. Both financial need and merit—as demonstrated by high school grades, foreign language abilities, and international interests—will be considered. Preference will be given to those who have hosted (or have agreed to host) NSCA international students, first-time NSCA scholarship awardees, and Norfolk residents.

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS
Requirements for each applicant include the following:

1. Complete the application form (on the reverse side), including appropriate signatures.

2. Submit two letters of recommendation—one from a current/former teacher and one from another non-relative adult (such as an employer, church leader, or community club leader—noting your personal achievements, including but not limited to honors, international exposure, work experience, community service, and extracurricular activities (with an emphasis on the above eligibility criteria).
3. Submit a written essay (between 250 and 500 words) describing—at a minimum—how you believe this exchange opportunity will benefit your future education and career plans and, if applicable, the basis for your financial need. You may include any additional information you feel is appropriate, including any of the information mentioned in the letter-of-recommendation section above and anything else you want the Scholarship Committee to know about you.
4. Agree to the following: use of your name and/or photo in any NSCA promotional materials; participate in a Young Global Citizen Program by making a presentation upon your return to students in either Grades 3 -5 or Grades 6 -8 at a school and on a date mutually agreed upon and to discuss your experience at NSCA events after your return.

SELECTION PROCESS
The NSCA Scholarship Committee will select the scholarship award recipients. The committee will interview finalists, and the committee’s decisions are final. If you want to be considered for financial need, you must bring a copy of page 1 from each of your parents’/ guardians’ most recent federal income tax returns (Form 1040) to the interview so the committee can verify your family income ( in a sealed envelope for confidentiality concerns, please mark through any social security numbers which will be returned at the end of the interview).
DEADLINE TO SUBMIT APPLICATION MATERIALS
The Scholarship Committee chair should receive all application materials no later than 5:00 p.m. on TBD.  The committee reserves the right not to consider incomplete or late applications.

AWARD DETAILS
The purpose of this award is to assist in covering flight costs for a standard coach airline ticket and an additional sum for incidentals. The amount of the award depends on the applicant’s merit and financial need, as well as NSCA’s scholarship fundraising efforts. Recipients will be notified by TBD.
